Communicating accomplishments in the Conservation of the Wild Relatives of Crops in 5 MegaBiodiversity Countries
Background:

The wild relatives of crops (CWR) are crucial to sustaining agricultural yields because they have evolved traits like resistance to disease, pests, heat or flooding that can be bred into crops. They must be conserved in the wild to continue adapting to changes in the environment. Over the past 4 years, Bioversity collaborators in 5 megadiversity countries have defined priority crop species (including wheat, walnut, potato, peanut, cinnamon, bananas, apples, pistachios and rice) and have carried out and documented activities on their wild relatives including the development of information systems, implementing in situ conservation, documenting their use and raising public awareness of their value. They have produced information in a variety of formats and languages that highlights lessons learned and good practices that could be applied more broadly to implementing conservation of CWR elsewhere in the world. To ensure this project has a global impact. Bioversity seeks to ensure that these are written up in the form of a Compendium of Good Practices.

Based at Bioversity’s Office near Rome, Italy, the intern will assist Dr Danny Hunter, Director of the Global Crop Wild Relatives Project, in integrating a Compendium of Good Practices for the Conservation of the Wild Relatives of Crops.

More specifically, duties will include some or all of the following:

In consultation with staff of the CWR Project, Bioversity and others the Intern will:

· Assist with planning and coordination of the Compendium writeshop process;

· Assist the staff of the CWR Project to compile and collect relevant case studies from all other project countries;

· Assist in the development of guidelines for the production of articles and case studies;

· Ensure effective communication between all individuals and organizations involved in the project, including regular updates on progress;

· Develop and maintain an electronic communications platform to assist with the ongoing production and editing of Compendium materials;

· Help develop a publications plan for the project

Eligibility: Applicants must be currently enrolled in a university or graduate school and have completed at least three years of undergraduate studies, or have completed their university studies within the last six months. A background in and familiarity with biological science would be useful. Experience with the use of wiki platforms is desirable.
